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The purpose of the Community Organization Grants Committee is to do what the library cannot do – reach people where they live. The primary beneficiaries of the committee’s grants are those who do not read or are limited in their reading skills, especially children. Grants should enhance the mission of the library, resulting in a public that can and will use the public library in the future.

The Committee invites all organizations serving Tompkins County residents to apply for grants for programs or projects that address or improve literacy, reading, education or skills building. Please consider the following guidelines prior to submitting an application. Funding is limited so please adjust your request accordingly.

Guidelines for consideration:

1. Projects and programs shall focus on (a) getting books in the hands of children, (b) helping adults who can’t or don’t read, or (c) placing books or reading material in the hands of people in crisis. 

2. Books and educational material and activities shall be considered for grants.

3. Grants may not be used to fund salaries and general operating expenses.

4. Organizations must be located in Tompkins County or on its perimeter, and assist local residents.

5. The grant must be for a specific need.

6. The organization must be not-for-profit or established for charitable purposes.

7. Other funding sources for the program/project shall be considered.

8. The money should not be used as an ongoing part of any organization's budget.
